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General Questions Arising from Parts One and Two

1. What steps do you consider could be taken to reduce the number of offences
committedby thoseon bail?

Early referral to agencies involved in addictions, accommodation, mental health etc,
particularly under Bail Supervisionor arrest referralschemes.

This could allow an early attempt to tackle criminogenic need, without prejudice to
guilt/innocence.

2. What steps do you consider could be taken to ensure that those granted bail
appear in Court when required to do so?

The bailees, if on Bail Supervision, could routinely be given reporting instructions for an
appointment the day before the Court appearance. Or, if time permits, the morning of
the Court appearance, to give a final reminder.

Having all relevant Court dates - ie Intermediate DietjTrial Diet/Sentencing Diet
stamped on the bail papers.

3. What steps do you consider could be taken to reduce the number of those
remanded in custody without jeopardising the safety of the public, creating a
risk of further offending or hindering the smooth operation of judicial
proceedings? .

Allowing the use of electronic monitoring as well as Bail Supervision as a condition of bail
would give further protection.

4. What steps do you consider could be taken to promote more widespread
understanding amongst the public, the media and politicians about what is
involved in decision making in relation to the use of bail and remand?

Morecoherent use of leaflets, internet, local papers.

Public Support from the media and politicians in the use of bail as an alternative to
custody.
